During the hours of darkness suitable and sufficient lighting must be provided to ensure safe use
of the area.

All detritus (food and drink remnants, spillages, bottles, cans, wrappers etc) be regularly
removed from the Licence Site. The licence holder must make arrangements to regularly check
for and to remove litter and rubbish on pedestrian walkways, caused by persons using the
premises, for a distance of up to 10 metres from the boundary of the Licence Site.

The licence holder must ensure that any tables placed on the Licence Site pursuant to this
licence are cleared in an efficient manner during the hours of operation. The licence holder must
ensure the licensed area and surrounding highway is to be washed down at the completion of
each day's usage using a method sufficient to remove food debris, grease and other spillages
that may occur.

The Premises Licence Holder of a premises licensed under the Licensing Act 2003 or any
modification or re-enactment thereof, must not allow the consumption of alcoholic liquor outside
of the hours in force for the premises itself.

The Pavement licence must be displayed on the premises with a plan of the agreed layout of the
Licence Site.

The licence-holder is responsible for ensuring that the conditions of the licence and any other
necessary permissions and regulations are adhered to.

The licence holder must remove any tables, chairs and other furniture immediately at the end of
the licence period or on revocation of the licence.

This permission is for a limited period expiring on the date specified on the Pavement Licence,
after which time if the Proprietor wishes to renew or continue the use, they will need to submit a
further application;

On expiration of licence, the table and chairs become an illegal obstruction of the highway if not
removed.

The Licence Holder is required to display the attached Licence in a prominent position in a front
window, or door, of the premises so that it is visible to any person.

Crawley Borough Council reserves the right to revoke this licence at any time if any of the above
conditions are not fulfilled and maintained.
