•	 fully audited 
accounts for the last 
financial year or
•	 a completed Self-
Employed Earnings 
Information form with 	
evidence of your income 
and expenditure. You 
can get this form from 
the Council.
c)	 Tax Credit Award:
•	 award letter from HM 
Revenue and Customs
d)	Benefits, Pensions 
or Allowances from the 
DWP:
•	 current award letter 
from the DWP
e)	Proof of private
pension:
•	 a letter from the 
pension company or an 
annual advice slip 	
stating the amount you 
received.
